	To overcome current shortfalls in European Intelligence, Surveillance & Reconnaissance capability by improving networks (interoperability, connectivity), developing new collection capabilities and optimising the use of dedicated platforms and sensors.

	Capability Development Plan elements
	ISR is one of the 10 prioritised actions.
CDP analysis: Insufficient ISR architecture which reduces FHQ ability to direct, process and disseminate information led the EUMC to asses as moderate the resulting operational risk in the current EU level of ambition. This shortfall is mainly due to a lack of deployable secure CIS. In addition, the EUMC evaluated a very high operational risk due to the significant lack of air and space assets for imagery production and exploitation of EM spectrum. The lack of enduring surveillance capabilities denies the persistence of situation awareness and the elaboration of the accurate common operational picture. This shortfall on airborne systems providing timely information has been confirmed in many recent operations (Afghanistan, Libya, Congo, Chad/RCA). 5 pMS declared 8 different related programs mostly aiming at procuring additional assets. The long term analysis confirms the relevance of ISR and ISTAR capabilities in future warfare. The increasing use of RPAS will result in a larger amount of information to be managed by ISR architecture. Only effective architecture will be able to translate the increasing gathered information in actionable intelligence. In addition, the increasing use of robots in the battlefield will enhance the relevance of effective ISR network.

	Way Ahead 
	With the aim to provide increased support to decision making process in the framework of CSDP and improve ability to integrate collected information and promote information sharing in CSDP operations, EDA is  conducting four activities:
1. Initiative on persistent surveillance for long term (2025-2030) – SULTAN Study;

2. Initiative on Geospatial Information to support decision making in Operations (GISMO study);

3. Initiative on interoperability, information sharing and collection management (analysis of cooperation with MAJIIC2 community on the way):

4. Initiative aiming at exploiting past EDA R&T activities related to situational awareness with the aim to identify business cases at EU level for SA related capability gaps and to derive an exploitation roadmap towards operational capability. A technical demonstration incorporating relevant tools of the portfolio will be performed for the highest priority business case (ISARD study).
Other activities proposed at Project Team level for 2014 and still under consideration: 

· support to ground tactical operations in the field of unattended sensors and robots for intelligence collection and small RPAS.

	Expected Milestones
	Unless further guidance is provided, next milestones will be:

1. the presentation of results on persistent surveillance expected at the end of 2014, which should drive follow-on activities;
2. Follow-on activities in Geographic Information domain (analysis of results of GISMO study due in June 2014 and continue with a new Geographic Information initiative  to support  CSDP operations).
